CHANGES TO THE REGULATIONS

Considering that,

already in the first 24 hours, a high number of registrations has been received, about 60, and
that there is a technical problem with the plugin that manages the registration FORM ,

the following changes are made to the championship
regulations.

1. Maximum number of drivers that can be registered

All limitations on registrations are removed.
They will all be accepted without distinction.

2. Drivers admitted to the championship and
pre-qualifications phase.

70 drivers divided into 2 splits of 35.
will beTo achieve this, pre-qualifications will be held, from 20 to 24 January, structured as

follows:

Each day there will be 12 sessions, from 1:00 pm to 1:00 am.
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The best 70 drivers, sorted by best lap time, will be admitted to the championship.

3. Special features for the Teams

Each TEAM, while being able to register an unlimited number of drivers, will be able to

qualify a maximum of 5 for the championship.
In the event that among the pre-qualified there is a greater number, the best 5 of the

pre-qualifications will be considered qualified..

4. How the SPLITs work

For race 1 they will be trained according to the prequalifications, 1-35 in split 1, 36-70 in split
2.

For the following races they will be trained according to the general classification, from 1st to
35th in split 1, others in split 2.

The first 3 classified in the split 2 match will be admitted to split 1 even if they are more than
35th place in the General Classification; in this case the pilots will climb in split 2 to 35th,
34th and 33rd place based on the number of pilots recovered.

5. Particularities for Split 2

a) Inthe event that, due to withdrawals, disqualifications and absences communicated
within 24 hours of the day before the race, split 2 should remain with less than 18
drivers, the duration of the race will be halved to 40. minutes, as well as the tank
capacity which will become 50%.

a) In the event that, for the same reasons as above, split 2 should remain with 10 or
fewer drivers, the latter will compete together with their colleagues from split 1 but
making a stand-alone ranking.

Under no circumstances will any changes to the scores be made.

6. Standings and scoring

The scale of scores, the team ranking and the management of the ex-aequo have changed
accordingly.
